as may be requested by the Federal Highway Adminise
tration, ‘ :

(2) The County Highway Department program shall in-
clude effective procedures to agsure that discrimina-
tion in employment on the %rounds of race, color, sex '
creed or national origin will not be armitted on
any Federal-aid Secondary Erojecta being constructed
b{ the Oounty and if descrimination exlsta at the

time this assurance is made, it will be corrected
promptlys ; 7

(3) The County Highway Department has eppointed, or
will appoint, an Equal Opportunity Coordinator whose
primary duty shall be to administer the County's :
Equal Employment Opportunity Program as established

. pursuant to these assurances.

iu) The County Highway Department will, in lts own
nitiativey take affirmative action, including the
initiation of approopriate legal proceedings under
any aspplicable State or Federal law to achleve equal
employment opportunity on Federal-azid highway pro=
jects and wi¥1 actively cooperate with the Federal
Highway Administration in all investigations and
enforcement actions unuertaken by the Federsal
Highway Administration. ;

(5) The County Highwey Department will establish

and maihtein effective 1liaison with public and pri-
vate agencies and organirvations which are, or should
be, involved in equal opportunity programs. Such

 agencies and organizations include, but are not limited

to labor unionsd, contractor associations, minority
group organizatidns, the U. 8. and State Employment
Services, the U, S. and State Department of Labor.

(6) The County Highway Defartmant hereby agress that
it will seek the cooperation of unions, contractors
appropriate County agencies &nd other related organi-
zatlons in the es{ablishmant of skill training pro-
grams, and will assure that all persons will have &an

quirement or obligation &s otherwise lawful and is
specifically set forth in the advertised specifications.
